General Alumni Scholarship
The Wallace State Alumni Association offers up to eight scholarships each year ranging from $250 - $1,000 each.
These are available each semester and are not renewable. Recipients must have a GPA of 2.5 or higher.

Ozell Hinkle Member/Dependent Scholarship

This $500 scholarship is named in memory of founding Alumni Board member, Ozell Hinkle. The recipient must be
an alumni member or dependent of an Alumni Association member 2011-12; have a 2.5 or higher GPA; demonstrate
and involvement in community or school activities.
